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Chapter Review

1. Fisheries:
The total fish production of Sindh during the year 2018 was 362.7 ‘000’ M.tons while it is decreased in 2019 by 60.8 ‘000’ M.tons and reported as 301.9 ‘000’ M.tons. Marine fish production reported as 229,520 M.tons in 2018 which is decreased by 20,212 M.tons in 2019 and reported as 209,308 M.tons. Inland fishing declined more as compare to marine fishing as Inland fishing production reported as 133,150 M.tons in 2018 and showed 40,537 M.tons decline in production in 2019 and reported as 92,613 M.tons.

Livestock includes Cattle, Buffaloes, Sheep, Goats, Poultry, Camels, Horses, Mules and Asses. Sindh had total 6,096,413 vaccinated, 1,890,209 Treated, and 52,306 Castrated livestock in 2017-18 while in 2018-19 it is increased by 7705112 vaccinated, 1308752 Treated and 107135 Castrated and reported as 13,801,525 Vaccinated, 3,198,961 Treated and 159,441 Castrated.
3. Forestry:
The total forest area of Sindh in 2017-18 was 271,372 Hectares which is increased by 40,349 Hectares in 2018-19 and in 2018-19 it is observed as 311,721 Hectares. The major increase observed in Sanghar, Kashmore and Matiari. In Kashmore it was 4,672 Hectares in 2017-18 while in 2018-19 it is 8,486 Hectares which is increased by 3,814 Hectares. Similarly, in Sanghar increment of 8,094 Hectares was observed from the previous year. In 2017-18 it was recorded as 1,150 Hectares while in 2018-19 it is 9,244 Hectares. Moreover, Matiari in 2017-18 there were only 32.38 Hectares reported but in 2018-19 with the increment of 28,408 Hectares it is reported as 28,441 Hectares which is quite an immense change.
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
